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Google Classroom, Zoom lessons and Microsoft Teams are some of the ways in
which schools are continuing their pupils’ education during lockdown, though

without a device or wi-fi, learning from home is extremely challenging.
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Ofcom estimates as many as 1.8 million children in the UK currently do not have
access to a device, and almost 900,000 have to rely on mobile internet, which

can be costly.
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Legal campaigners, the Good Law Project, argue the answer is not for those

children to be forced to go to school and have threatened legal action. In

response, the government says more than half of the one million laptops bought

for disadvantaged children and young people have already been delivered and

it’s working with the mobile network operators to provide free data at home.
