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What we know about King Charles's RERF
coronation
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It will be on a more modest scale than the coronation of the late Queen Elizabeth,
with far fewer guests in Westminster Abbey and a procession back to Buckingham

Palace which will only cover about a quarter of the distance compared to 1953.
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But many of the traditional elements will be the same: the Crown Jewels, the
regalia — symbols of the monarch's authority — the sovereign's orb and sceptres,
the swords, bracelets and spurs. All will have a part in this elaborate religious

service before Charles is crowned with St Edward's Crown.
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Camilla will be crowned with Queen Mary's crown, which is being set with some of
the Cullinan diamonds and she will hold the Queen Consort's ivory rod. And just
as it was in 1953, the journey back to the palace will be made in the 18th Century
Gold State Coach. One modern touch: the Palace has launched a special

coronation emoji —a crown.
